Future Force Project: CNP Hosts Top Mili-

Following the launch of its Agility Across the Spec-
trum: A Future Force Blueprint report in 2008,
CNP kicked off its defense reform initiative in 2009
with some of the nation’s top military experts and
tackled some of the most difficult issues facing the
Department of Defense.

General James

discussed  the

tion. Lt. Gen.
James Clapper, the Under Secretary of Defense for
Intelligence, spoke about the evolving nature of in-
telligence in the 21st century. Then-CIA Director
General Michael Hayden discussed his tenure at
the agency with the CNP audience and shared his
list of the 10 most critical challenges that his prede-
cessor will face.

Thomas Ricks,
Pulitzer  Prize
winning author
and Washington
Post defense
reporter, dis-
cussed his best-
selling book The
Gamble:  Gen-
eral David Pet-
raeus and the American Military Adventure in Iraq.
Dr. David Kilcullen, one of the world’s preeminent
experts on counterinsurgency strategy, talked about
the best options for US policy in Afghanistan and
Pakistan as well as his new book, The Accidental
Guerilla: Fighting Small Wars in the Midst of a Big
One. CNP also hosted a spirited debate on one of
the most contested issues in the defense community:

the role of the F-22. Barry Watts from the Center
for Strategic and Budgetary Assessments and best-
selling author and journalist Mark Bowden pre-
sented their assessments of the role that the F-22
should or should not play in America’s defense ar-
senal.

General Craig McKinley, Chief of the National
Guard Bureau, spoke about the critical role of the
National Guard in the conflicts in Afghanistan and
Iraq, and the key challenges with maintaining the
Guard at the level of readiness and sophistication
requisite for today’s multiple conflicts. Linda Rob-
inson, previously from US News and World Report,
discussed her recent book Tell Me How this Ends:
General David Petraeus and the Search for a Way
out of Iraq. She listed several of the major mistakes
that were initially made in US strategy in Iraq and
what changes were ultimately adopted that helped
improve the security situation.

Policy Day 2009: Key Policy Makers Provide
Insider’s View to CNP Audience

Wt top policy mak-
ers and experts. Rep. Artur Davis from Alabama
opened the event with an insider’s view of the Con-
gressional agenda for 2009. One of the nation’s top
experts on homeland security, Stephen Flynn from
the Council on Foreign Relations, spoke about the
need to build resiliency into America’s infrastruc-
ture in light of the threats facing our country. Head
of the Center for American Progress and former
White House chief of staff John Podesta gave his
views on the importance—and necessity—of sound
energy policy for both our national security and
economic security. David Smick, author of The
World Is Curved: Hidden Dangers in the Global
Economy, provided a comprehensive analysis of the
world economic scene, describing the subprime
"bubble" as only one of nine bubbles to burst in the
global economic system. He noted that other bub-
bles around the world at risk of bursting include the
reliance of European banks on emerging markets,
commercial real estate, the government bond mar-
ket and credit card debt. Rep. John Larson from
Connecticut rounded out the discussion with a talk
about his recent trip to Afghanistan and congres-
sional oversight issues.

from the Univer-

sity of Maryland together discussed the role that
“smart power” must play in America’s foreign pol-
icy strategy given the current international envi-
ronment. And in spirited fashion, Democratic con-
sultant Bob Shrum and conservative columnist
Ross Douthat debated and discussed their outlooks
for the Democratic and Republican parties follow-
ing the 2008 presidential election.

CNP Announces Launch of ““Global Eco-
nomic Crisis Series,”” Hosted by NPR’s Tom
Gjelten

In the globalized world, the
ramifications of an economic
disaster are impossible to
contain in one country or re-
gion, as illustrated by how
the current economic crisis is
rippling around the globe.
CNP is proud to announce
the launch of a new series of
events focusing on this topic,
moderated by guest host Tom
Gjelten from National Public
Radio. The first program in the series concentrated
on economic issues in Mexico, featuring former US
Ambassador to Mexico James Jones and Leonardo
Martinez-Diaz from the Brookings Institution.
Jones and Martinez-Diaz discussed the impact of
the US recession on Mexico’s economy, the Mexi-
can government’s handling of domestic crises such
as the swine flu outbreak and the drug cartels, and
the country’s prospects for recovery.
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of the Brookings Institution. Schaffer and Cohen
discussed the impact that the Taliban insurgency is
having on Pakistan’s security and thus its economy,
as well as prospects for cooperation with India. The
series will feature additional events focusing on
countries whose economic situation could have a
profound effect on global financial stability and re-
covery.

Regional Security: CNP Focuses on Key Ar-
eas with Strategic Importance to US Security

CNP began 2009 with a number of events focusing
on regional hotspots around the world with strategic
implications for the United States. Foremost among
these were events included as part of CNP’s Asia
Security Project. Shirley Kan from the Congres-
sional Research Service and Rupert Hammond-
Chambers from the US-Taiwan Business Council
came to CNP to discuss the crucial issue of the im-
pact that an increase in Taiwan’s military capacity
has on Asian security overall. Jacqueline New-
myer from the Long Term Strategy Group and
Kristen Gunness, a China advisor for the US De-
partment of the Navy, also discussed Asian security
at CNP, talking specifically about the impact of the
global economic crisis on China’s military mod-
ernization efforts.

In the spring of 2009, CNP focused on security in
another region that has a major impact on US na-
tional security: the Middle East. Stuart Bowen, Jr.,
the Special Inspector General for Iraq Reconstruc-
tion (SIGIR), outlined recommendations for more
effective contracting in future conflict zones found

in his recent book Hard Lessons: The Iraq Recon-
struction Experience. In May, CNP also hosted a
discussion with former Undersecretary of State for
Political Affairs Ambassador Nicholas Burns.
Burns provided an overview of recent US policy
towards Iran as well as his take on what types of
strategies the US should be pursuing to curb Iran’s
nuclear program.

CNP Announces New Board Member: For-
mer Assistant Secretary of Defense for Home-
land Defense Paul McHale

Former Assistant Secretary
Paul McHale was unani-
mously elected to CNP’s
Board of Directors in May of
2009, bringing with him ex-
tensive expertise on defense
and homeland security that
will enhance CNP’s current
focus on these issues.
McHale is currently an attor-
ney with McKenna, Long and
Aldridge and President of Civil Support Interna-
tional LLC. From 2003-2009 he served as Assistant
Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense, where
he supervised all homeland defense activities for the
US Department of Defense (DOD). The first to
hold that position, he was responsible for homeland
preparedness, civilian oversight of the two combat-
ant commands that cover North and South America,
and the transfer of technologies to homeland secu-
rity use, pursuant to Section 1401 of the 2003 DOD
Authorization Act.

McHale served in the U.S House of Representatives
from 1993-1999, representing the 15th District of
Pennsylvania. A retired colonel in the Marine
Corps Reserve, McHale served combat tours in
Saudi Arabia (1990), Kuwait (1991) and Afghani-
stan (2007). For his service in Afghanistan he re-
ceived the Baryal Medal, Afghanistan's highest
award for public service. His personal military
decorations include the Legion of Merit, the Bronze



Star, the Meritorious Service Medal and the Navy
Commendation Medal (2nd award). Former Con-
gressman McHale received his J.D. from George-
town University Law Center and his B.A. with
highest honors from Lehigh University in Bethle-
hem, PA.

efforts. Roemer, along with
oo e, | Lorne Craner, president of the
International Republican In-
stitute, published an Op-Ed in the Indianapolis Star
reporting on the task force’s findings. Roemer wrote
about the need for enhanced Congressional over-
sight of the immense amount of government fund-
ing going towards the economic recovery in Roll
Call and a tribute in the Buffalo News to Beverly
Eckert, who lost her husband Sean Rooney on 9/11.
Eckert was killed in the crash of Continental flight
3407 outside of Buffalo. CNP continued to reach
out to new media outlets like the Huffington Post,
with Roemer publishing editorial pieces on topics
like Al Qaeda propaganda efforts and the implica-
tions of the instability in Mexico for US security.
