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2007 was a year of great challenges to America’s national security, ranging from the ongoing 
fight against Al Qaeda to the nuclear dangers posed by rogue regimes like North Korea and Iran. 
As it has throughout its 25 years as an organization dedicated to fostering bipartisan dialogue, 
CNP rose to the challenge and brought together political leaders, policy makers, scholars, and 
the public to discuss and find solutions to these issues.  
 

 
 

CNP In the News: CNP had a major media presence in 2007. CNP President Tim Roemer made 
frequent television appearances throughout the year to discuss national security issues on programs 
like MSNBC’s Countdown with Keith Olberman, CNN’s Anderson Cooper 360, FOX’s America’s 
Newsroom and CBS’s Evening News with Katie Couric,  in addition to numerous interviews aired on 
NPR radio programs. CNP also had events covered by C-SPAN. Roemer’s national security op-eds 
appeared in major publications including the Washington Post, Baltimore Sun, and Roll Call, and he 
was quoted in articles written by the Associated Press and USA Today, just to name a few. CNP`s 
Vice-President Scott Bates had a regular presence on Connecticut`s talk radio stations and as a 
regular on the statewide television show “Connecticut Newsmakers.” He spoke about the war on terror 
and Iraq to a variety of television and radio audiences from Canada to Qatar. 
 
 
CNP Addressing National Security: CNP President Tim Roemer 
testified before Congress four times in 2007 before the House and 
Senate Intelligence and Homeland Security Committees to discuss 
issues stemming from the 9/11 Commission’s recommendations.  In 
addition, CNP held events concerning national security throughout 
the year featuring such speakers as former Clinton Chief of Staff and 
Iraq Study Group member Leon Panetta, David Gordon, a member of 
the National Intelligence Council, Assistant Secretary of State Daniel 
Fried, and Assistant Secretary of Defense for Homeland Defense 
Paul McHale. Other speakers, including former CIA, State 
Department, and Defense Department officials, as well as renowned 
scholars, addressed topics like Pakistan and Cuba.

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CNP Honors Pelosi and Collins: CNP 
honored House Speaker Nancy Pelosi and 
Senator Susan Collins for their work on 
implementing 9/11 reforms at its annual 
Edmund S. Muskie Distinguished Public

CNP’s Nuclear Security Study Group: CNP’s Nuclear Security Study 
Group, an innovative initiative that brings together members of Congress 
from both sides of the aisle to discuss issues of nuclear security with each 
other and with scholars and experts, had an immensely successful year.  
CNP recruited 10 new Members to join the group in 2007, bringing the total 
membership to 40.  The group met to discuss nuclear terrorism and 
progress on the 9/11 reforms, and set an ambitious agenda for 2008. CNP 
also held several events for the public and the media concerning the nuclear 
programs of India, North Korea, and Iran.  

 
 
 

CNP’s Asian Security Program: In 2007, CNP continued its focus on Asian security, as events in 
this region have a significant impact on America’s national security.  CNP examined issues including 
China’s anti-satellite tests, labor standards in Asia, and the US-China trade relationship.  In addition, 
CNP facilitated a meeting on Capitol Hill with the two members of Congress who co-chair the House 
U.S.-China Working Group. Speaking to a packed audience of Congressional staffers, embassy 
officials, members of the business community, think-tank officials, and the media, Congressmen Rick 
Larsen and Mark Kirk discussed the American relationship with China and responded to tough 
questions highlighting the sometimes rocky relationship the United States has with China.
